COUNSELLOR'S CORNER

Want to cut your risk of depression (or your child’s)? You
can cut your risk by a quarter if you replace sedentary
activity by 15 minutes of vigorous exercise a day! US
researchers studied 300,000 adults, finding a lower risk for
people who exercised, and that any activity was better than
none, suggesting that the more you exercise the greater the
protective effect. So, what about diet and depression? The
average Australian consumes 19 serves of junk food a week,
and under-consumes recommended fibre-rich fresh food
